General:

· Each candidate congressional district is listed in the candidate file.  The congressional district is associated with the candidate home address.

· Candidates must contact their Congressman or Senator for instructions on how to apply for a nomination.  Each process is slightly different.
· Nomination interviews/selection processes are typically conducted in November and early December.

· There are other sources of nominations available to some candidates.

· Candidates should apply for a nomination from each source for which they are eligible.  At a minimum there are Vice Presidential, two Senators, and Congressman.
· A nomination does not equal an appointment!  Congressmen can nominate 10 candidates for every open appointment.  All candidates require a nomination.  USMA has 150 appointments as well for qualified, nominated candidates.
