High School Support
Summary:  The goal if for Field Force members to develop long term relationships with the high schools they are responsible for supporting.  

Process:

1. The CDC will make high school assignments to all Field Force members in their district.

2. Each Field Force member will contact that high school and offer/provide the following support and information as possible:

· General Contact Information.  Let the counselor know you are the Field Force member assigned to support their school and how they can contact you.
· USMA Literature and Handouts.  Provide any appropriate USMA literature.
· SE Michigan Field Force Events.  Make sure the counselor is aware of the Spring and Fall By Invite events at a minimum.
· Information on Educator Activities.  Provide the HS with information on the …
· Coordination for CPRS Visits.  Ensure the counselors are aware of CPRC opportunities.  See Cadet Public Relations Committee (CPRC).

· Support to HS Awards Nights Presentations.  See High School Awards Appointment Presentations.
· HS Visits.  Let the counselor know you are available to visit the high school and talk about the Academy with any interested students.
· Support to College Nights.  See College Nights.
3. The CDC should centrally maintain all HS contact information.
