	The United States Air Force Academy 





Mission:  To inspire and develop outstanding young men and women to become Air Force officers with knowledge, character, and discipline; motivated to lead the world’s greatest aerospace force in service to the nation.   





History:   President Dwight D. Eisenhower signed the bill-authorizing establishment of the Air Force Academy on April 1, 1954.  From some 580 proposed sites in 45 states, Secretary Harold E. Talbott chose the 7200 ft. altitude location north of Colorado Springs as best inspiring future cadets to the lofty ideals and mission of the U.S. Air Force.  The first academy class entered in July 1955 at temporary facilities at Lowry Air Force Base in Denver, and moved to the permanent location in the summer of 1958 in time for the first graduation class of 207 cadets in June 1959.  In an unusual recognition of the quality of education, the Commission of Colleges and Universities of the North Central Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools accredited the Academy before the first class had graduated.  President Lyndon B. Johnson signed a bill authorizing an increase in the Cadet Wing strength to 4,000 in 1964.  In 1975, President Gerald R. Ford signed legislation permitting women to enter the nation’s military academies, resulting in the first class to graduate with women from the Air Force Academy in 1980. Today more than 30,000 cadets have graduated from 39 classes, with approximately 52% still on active duty. The Air Force Academy experience is designed to allow cadets to grow militarily, intellectually, physically, morally and ethically.  The faculty consists of 500 Air Force officers and civilian professors with advanced degrees including 50% with PhDs. Cadets may choose from 31 academic majors with a core curriculum of an even balance between basic and engineering sciences, social sciences and humanities.  Character development focuses on the core values of integrity first, service before self, excellence in all we do.  The foundation of this character development is the Cadet Honor Code, which states,  “We will not lie, steal or cheat, nor tolerate among us anyone who does.”   All cadets participate in some form of airmanship in each of their four years, including aviation fundamentals, soaring, parachuting, navigation, and aircraft flight.  Over 50% of graduates go on to flight training; several have been astronauts.  About 2 million visitors travel each year to view the extensive facilities of the Air Force Academy.  The grounds comprise some 18,500 acres at the base of the Rampart Range of the Rocky Mountains.  The centerpiece of the Cadet Area of the Academy is the Cadet Chapel, winner of the prestigious American Institute of Architects’ 25 Year Award in 1996.





Seal:  The USAF Academy Emblem consists of a crest and shield.  The crest includes an eagle, cloud formation and heraldic wreath as on the Air Force Seal.  The eagle and the clouds represent United States air power and the Department of the Air Force, respectively.  The shield includes two geometric forms symbolizing flight and the Academy’s dual mission of education and military leadership training.  The North Star on the shield represents ultimate achievement.  The 13 encircling stars represent the 13 original colonies of the United States. 








The United States Merchant Marine Academy





Mission:  To educate and graduate professional officers and leaders of honor and integrity who are dedicated to serving the economic and defense interests of the United States in our Armed Forces and Merchant Marine, and who will contribute to an intermodal transportation system.





History:  The Academy represents federal involvement in Maritime training that is more than a century old.  Between 1874 and 1936, diverse Federal legislation supported maritime training through scholarships, internships at sea and other methods.  A disastrous fire in 1934 aboard the passenger ship Morro Castle, in which 134 lives were lost, convinced Congress that direct involvement in efficient and standardized training was needed.  The U. S. Merchant Marine Cadet Corps was established on March 15, 1938 following passage of the Merchant Marine Act of 1936.  Training was first given aboard merchant ships and temporary shore facilities until the acquisition in March, 1942, of its permanent site in Kings Point, New York, 20 miles east of New York City on Long Island’s north shore.    The Academy was dedicated on September 30, 1943, Franklin D. Roosevelt, noted, “the Academy serves the Merchant Marine as West Point serves the Army and Annapolis the Navy.”  World War II required the Academy to forego normal operation and devote all of its resources towards meeting the emergency personnel needs for merchant marine officers.  Notwithstanding the war, shipboard training continued to be an integral part of the curriculum, and midshipman served at sea in combat zones the world over.   During World War II, 142 midshipmen gave their lives in service to their country, and many others survived torpedoing and bombings.  The Academy is privileged among the nation’s five federal academies to be the only one authorized by Congress to carry a battle standard as part of its color guard.  In memory of the cadet/midshipmen who never returned to homeport, the battle standard bears the number “142” on a field of red and white stripes.  In the center are the eagle of the Academy’s seal in blue and gray, and the anchor of the Merchant Marine in gold.  From the top of the battle standard hang nine service ribbons, awarded to the regiment of midshipmen for their participation in every war conflict from WWII to the Persian Gulf.  In 1974, the Academy became the first federal service school to enroll women students.  





Seal:  Originally designed in 1938, the seal was modified when the Academy was dedicated in 1943.  The eagle is taken from the Great Seal of the United States and is included as the National Emblem.  The eagle and the laurel wreath symbolize service to the Nation both in war and in peace.  The red, white, and blue shield represents the commitment to protect the economic and defense interests of the United States.  The anchor and line, and in some versions the anchor and chain, represent the connection with the sea and the mariner’s profession.  The Academy’s Latin motto, Acta Non Verba - Deeds, Not Words - appears on a scroll at the base of the Seal.

U.S. Military Academy Toast


Toastmaster - Colonel Steven P. Best





Colonel (Promotable) Steven P. Best is a graduate of the United States Military Academy class of 1976 and holds an MBA from DePaul University. He was commissioned in Field Artillery and served on active duty for eleven years.  Colonel Best has served for the past 13 years in the United States Army Reserves, currently assigned as the Assistant Division Commander, and 1st Brigade Commander, 85th Division, Arlington Heights, Illinois Army Reserve Command.   He will be promoted to Brigadier General in 2001.  Colonel Best serves as President of the West Point Society of Chicago.  In civilian life, he is the Director of training for Rochester Midland Company. Colonel Best, along with his wife, Judi, and three of their four children reside in Montgomery, Illinois. 





The United States Coast Guard Academy





Mission:  To graduate young men and women with sound bodies, stout hearts, and alert minds, with a liking for the sea and its lore, and with that high sense of honor, loyalty, and obedience which goes with trained initiative and leadership, well grounded in seamanship, the sciences, and the amenities and strong in the resolve to be worthy of the traditions of commissioned officers in the United States Coast Guard in the service of their country and humanity.  





History:  Founded in 1790 by Alexander Hamilton, as the Revenue Cutter Service of the Treasury Department, the United States Coast Guard is the nation’s oldest military service.  The roots of the Coast Guard Academy were planted in 1876 when nine cadets began training in the School of Instruction for the Revenue Marine aboard the schooner Dobbin.  After two years, the barque Chase replaced her.  In 1900, shore side classroom instruction was added at Arundel Cove, Maryland to supplement shipboard training. The Chase was replaced by the cutter Itasca in 1907, and in 1910 the cutter Itasca and the Academy’s winter quarters moved to Fort Trumbull in New London, Connecticut.  In 1914, the cutter Hamilton replaced the Itasca and the academy's name was changed to the Revenue Cutter School of Instruction.  Today's academy was born of the 1915 merger of the Life Saving Service and Revenue Cutter Service, and moved to its present location along the Thames River in New London in 1932.  The barque Eagle was acquired as war reparation from Germany in 1947 and is home ported at the Academy.  Each summer USCGA cadets sail the Eagle during part of her worldwide ambassadorial cruise, participating in maritime festivals as “America’s Tall Ship”.  With the motto Semper Paratus meaning “Always Ready”, the Coast Guard is our nation’s smallest armed service and yet holds the most active peacetime mission of all.  The Coast Guard serves humanity daily with search and rescue, maritime law enforcement, and environmental protection units.  Its role in commerce includes ship and port safety, maintenance of global navigation systems, and maritime resource management.  Its icebreakers keep domestic waterways open and support multinational scientific polar expeditions.  Law enforcement missions include active drug interdiction and immigration control.  The Coast Guard also maintains active military readiness to fulfill its commitment as a specialized division of the Navy in times of war.  Coast Guardsmen have actively served in every armed conflict our nation has undertaken.  Acceptance to the academy is based on annual nationwide merit competition with, unlike the other service academies, no congressional appointments or state quotas.  The curriculum focuses on engineering, the sciences and professional studies, and is partnered with experience in Coast Guard operations and leadership.  The academy annually graduates and commissions approximately 175 ensigns who report for duty aboard cutters home ported nationwide.





Seal:  The seal of the USCGA displays two tridents representing the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans.  These flank an eagle clutching arrows to depict the defense of our nation and shores.  1876 is the year of the Academy’s founding, and the anchor symbolizes the maritime mission of the Coast Guard.  Scientiae Cedit Mare translates from the Latin to “The Sea Yields to Knowledge.


The United States Naval Academy





Mission: To develop midshipmen morally, mentally, physically, and to imbue them with the highest ideals of duty, honor and loyalty in order to provide graduates who are dedicated to a career of naval service and have potential for future development in mind and character to assume the highest responsibilities of command, citizenship and government.





History:  The United States Naval Academy was born during the American Revolution when there was a need for a naval force to match the Royal Navy.  The Continental Navy was demobilized in 1785 by an economy minded Congress.  In 1794, President George Washington persuaded the Congress to authorize a new naval force to combat the growing menace of piracy on the high seas.  In 1797, the vessels of the new U.S. Navy were launched; among them were the United States, the Constellation, and the Constitution.  In 1825, President John Quincy Adams urged Congress to establish a Naval Academy "for the formation of scientific and accomplished officers."  Twenty years later, through the efforts of the Secretary of Navy, George Bancroft, the Naval School was established without Congressional funding, at a ten acre Army post named Fort Severn in Annapolis, Maryland, on 10 October, 1845, with a class of 50 midshipmen and 7 professors.  The first curriculum included mathematics and navigation, gunnery and steam, chemistry, English, natural philosophy and French.  In 1850 the Naval School became the United States Naval Academy.  A new curriculum went into effect requiring midshipmen to study at the Academy for four years and to train aboard ships each summer.  As the U.S. Navy grew over the years so did the Academy.  The campus of 10 acres increased to 338 and the student body of 50 midshipmen grew to a brigade size of 4,000.  Congress authorized the Naval Academy to begin awarding Bachelor of Science degrees in 1933.  The Academy later replaced a fixed curriculum taken by all midshipmen with the present core curriculum plus eighteen major fields of study.  Since then, the development of the United States Naval Academy has reflected the history of the country.   In just a few decades, the Navy moved from a fleet of sail and steam -powered ships to a high-tech fleet with nuclear-powered submarines and surface ships and supersonic aircraft.  The Academy has changed, too, giving midshipmen state-of-art academic and professional training they need to be effective naval officers in their future careers.  The Naval Academy first accepted women as midshipmen in 1976.  To date, these young women comprise approximately fourteen to sixteen per cent of entering plebes and go on to pursue the same academic and professional training, as do their male counterparts.  Honor is the foundation of the life of all midshipmen.  Honor is emphasized by means of The Honor Concept--a system which was originally formulated in 1951 and states "midshipmen are persons of integrity, they stand for that which is right."  These words are based on the moral values of respect for human dignity, respect for honesty and respect for the property of others.





The Academy Seal:  The seal of the Naval Academy has for its crest a hand grasping a trident, below which is a shield bearing an ancient galley coming into action, bows on, and below that, an open book (indicative of education) that bears the motto: "Ex Scientia Tridents" (translation: "From Knowledge, Sea Power").

HISTORIES OF THE ACADEMIES





The United States Military Academy 





Mission:  To educate, train, and inspire the Corps of Cadets so that each graduate is a commissioned leader of character committed to the values of Duty, Honor, Country; professional growth throughout a career as an officer in the United States Army; and a lifetime of selfless service to the Nation.








History:  West Point is a federal service academy with a full range of academic, military and athletic activities.  It is the Army’s oldest continuously occupied installation, whose role in our nation’s history dates back to the Revolutionary War when both sides realized the strategic importance of the commanding plateau on the west bank of the Hudson River.  General George Washington considered West Point the most important strategic position in America and transferred his headquarters there in 1779.  Several soldiers and legislators, including Washington, Knox, Hamilton, and John Adams, desiring to eliminate our wartime reliance on foreign engineers and artillerists, urged the creation of an institution devoted to the arts and sciences of warfare.  President Thomas Jefferson signed legislation establishing the United States Military Academy in 1802.  Colonel Sylvanus Thayer, the “father of the Military Academy”, upgraded academic standards, instilled military discipline and emphasized honorable conduct.  He made civil engineering the foundation of the curriculum.  For the first half of the century, USMA’s graduates were largely responsible for the construction of the bulk of the nation’s initial railway lines, bridges, harbors, and roads.  Superintendent Douglas MacArthur sought to diversify the academic curriculum.  In recognition of the intense physical demands of modern warfare, he pushed for major changes in the physical fitness and intramural athletic programs.  The cadet management of the Honor System was formalized with the creation of the Cadet Honor Committee.  In recent decades, the Academy’s curricular structure was markedly changed to permit cadets to major in any one of more than a dozen fields, including a wide range of subjects from the sciences to the humanities.   Since 1802 the U.S. Military Academy has produced graduates who have contributed to our nation’s growth and security in peace and war.  Academy graduates are reverently known as members of the Long Gray Line.  As a group, they have a distinguished record and it’s often said,  “Much of the history we teach was made by those we taught.”  As the Academy approaches its bicentennial in 2002, the institution has been undertaking efforts to ensure that all programs and policies support the needs of the Army and nation, now, as well as in the foreseeable future.  





Seal:  The emblem consists of the helmet of Pallas over a Greek sword and typifies the military and educational functions of the Academy as well as its characteristic spirit and motive principle.  The sword has always been the symbol of the military profession, whereas the helmet of Pallas Athene has for centuries been the symbol of wisdom and learning.  The eagle represents the academy’s national tradition and the academy’s motto:  “Duty, Honor, Country” completes the seal.
