If you are picking up a nongraduating cadet on Graduation Day without much luggage, have them take the ferry 
across the river to Garrison and pick them up there--this avoids the traffic snarls at WP that day.

The woods near North 
Dock is a quiet place for a picnic versus the more popular South Dock area. Arrange ahead of time a meeting place 
with your cadet to avoid lengthy wait. Additional items to bring:   playing cards, games, favorite foods, blankets, pillow, 
lounge chairs.  
 
RV: North Dock is free and first come basis. Busy Homecoming weekend. Rarely fills up. No electric, sewer dump 
nearby.

Showers available. Bring your ID, towel and toiletries.
