USMA Visits and Summer Leader Seminar (SLS)
Summary:  Visiting USMA is good idea for all candidates.  SLS is probably the best opportunity for the candidate to experience West Point. 
SLS Process:

1. Candidate applies for SLS on line from December to April of their Junior Year, typically at the same time they open their file.
2. Candidates are notified of their selection.

· It is actually more competitive to get into SLS then USMA, so don’t let this discourage a candidate too much

· Selection is on a rolling basis – so complete application early

3. Candidates accept SLS by 1 May.
4. Candidates attend SLS in June.

· There are two 7 day sessions

USMA Visits

Daily Orientation Visits

· Designed for high school sophomores, juniors and seniors

· September through April

· Visit coordinated online or by telephone

· Approximately 15 or less candidates per day

· Two-weeks lead time

· Seniors meet with an Admissions Officer
· Candidates shadow a first year (plebe) cadet from 0800 to 1300 hours.

· Includes an inside look of cadet life in the classroom, barracks, mess hall, and formation.

· Dines in mess hall with cadet, free of charge

· Parents receive in-depth brief by an Admissions Officer, Cadet, and CPRC Staff about the Admissions Process, 
West Point and Army life.

· Parents receive guided tour by cadet, pays own expenses

Overnight Orientation Visits

· Candidate must have a LOA or Offer of Admission

· Candidate shadows a cadet escort for 28 hours, following the cadet’s schedule. (Personal hygiene, formations, mess, physical fitness, classes, athletics, military drill and/or training, etc.)

· Meals in mess hall with cadet, free of charge

· Meets with Admissions officer the day after arrival

· Parents receive briefings and guided tour

· Pays for own expenses
