3.   EXECUTION

b.  Concept of the operation.  USCC will execute eight receiving Lines for 500th Night at Eisenhower Hall.  Specifics on the conduct of the eight receiving lines will be outlined in a FRAGO to follow shortly. (1)  Brigade Tactical Department
