BYLAWS

ARTICLE I - PRINCIPAL OFFICE

Section 1.   Principal Office.  The principal office of the club shall be located at the home of the elected president for the applicable year in accordance with the election procedures as outlined in the bylaws.

Section 2.   Other Offices.   The Club may have other offices at various locations throughout the region as deemed appropriate by elected officers.

ARTICLE II - MEETINGS

Section 1.  Annual Meeting.

The Annual Meeting shall be held in February, at such time and place as designated by the Executive Board.  Appropriate notice shall be sent to the Membership at least two weeks prior to the Annual Meeting.

Section 2.  General Membership Meetings.

There shall be monthly general membership meetings to transact such necessary business required for the good of the organization; one of such meeting may be the Annual Meeting referred to in Section 1.  These meetings need not be business only meetings and may include social activities.

Section 3.  Special Meetings.

The Executive Board may call Special Meetings, as they deem appropriate.  Appropriate notice shall be sent to the Membership at least two weeks prior to any such Special Meeting.

Section 4.  Notice of Meetings.

Written or verbal notice stating the time and place of the meeting shall be delivered not less than ten (10) working days prior to the meeting.

Section 5.  Quorum.

At all meetings, including meetings of the Executive Board, the quorum shall be a majority of the members voting in person or by proxy.

Section 6.   Proxies.

Members may vote either in person or by an agent authorized by written proxy executed by the member for a specific meeting of members.

ARTICLE III - OFFICERS

Section 1.  Officers and Executive Board.

The officers of the Executive Board shall consist of the President, Secretary, Treasurer and other officers as deemed necessary by the Executive Board.  The same person may hold any two or more offices, but no officer may act in more than one capacity where action taken by two or more officers is required.

Section 2.  Election and Term.

The officers of the Executive Board shall be elected by the membership and shall serve for a term not to exceed two years.

Section 3.  Compensation of Officers.

Officers shall serve without compensation.

Section 4.  Removal.

Any officer or agent elected by the membership may be removed by the membership whenever in it judgement the best interests of the club will be served thereby; but such removal shall be without prejudice to the rights of the person so removed.

Section 5.  President

The President shall be the Chief Executive of the organization; shall preside at all meetings, shall be an ex-officio member of all Committees and shall perform all such duties as are incidental to the Office and are properly required of a President.  The President may call meetings of the officers by notifying each officer of the time and place of such meetings. The President shall be the primary 

external liaison of the club.

Section 6.  Vice-President

In the absence of the President, the Vice-President shall be vested with all of the powers of the President. The Vice President shall assist the President in maintaining an active and efficient organization. The Vice President shall be primarily concerned with the internal functions of the club.

Section 7.  Secretary

The Secretary shall:  (a) keep the minutes of the meetings of the membership, Executive Board and any Executive Board Appointed committees in one or more books provided for that purpose; (b) see that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of the bylaws; (c) be custodian of the club records; (d) keep a record of all club members complete with name and addresses; (e) notify club members of all club meetings; and (f) in general perform all duties incident as from time to time may be assigned to him/her by the President of the Executive Board. 

Section 8.  Treasurer

The Treasurer shall:  (a) have charge and custody of and be responsible for of all funds of the club; receive and give receipts for all monies due and payable to the club from any source whatsoever, and deposit all such monies in the name of the club in such depositories as shall be selected by the Executive Board; (b) prepare, or cause to be prepared, a true statement of the club’s assets and liabilities at the close of each financial quarter, all in reasonable detail, which statement shall be made and filed at the club’s principal office within one month after the end of such financial quarter; and (c) in general perform all of the duties incident to the office of Treasurer and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to his/her by the President of the Executive Board, or by the bylaws. 

Section 9.  Ex Officio Members

The Executive Board may appoint other ex officio members of the Executive Board, including but not limited to a representative of a West Point Society and a U.S.M.A. liaison officer.

Section 10.  Other Positions

The President, with the approval of the Executive Board, may appoint members to other positions, fill vacancies in positions, and may create and make appointments to committees as necessary or appropriate to carry out the purposes of the organization.

Section 11.   Co-officers may occupy any office set forth above if so nominated and elected.

ARTICLE VII - SELECTION OF OFFICERS

Section 1.   The President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer shall be elected by a majority of members voting, either in person or by proxy, at the Annual Meeting as established in Article II, Section 1.
ARTICLE IX - FINANCES

Section 1.  Contracts.

The officers of the Executive Board may enter into any contract or execute and deliver any instrument in the name of and on behalf of the club, as shall be determined necessary for the operations of and in the best interest of the club.

Section 2.  Loans.

No monetary loans shall be contracted on behalf of the club and no evidence of indebtedness shall be issued in its name unless approved at a general or special membership meeting by a quorum of the membership present.

Section 3.  Checks.

All checks, drafts or other orders for the payment of money, issued in the name of the club, shall be signed by such officer or officers of the club and in such manner as shall from time to time be determined by the officers of the Executive Board.

Section 4.  Deposits.

The Treasurer or authorized agent shall collect all moneys due to the organization and deposit into bank account.  The Treasurer is authorized to establish and maintain such bank account.  

Section 5.  Reporting Financial Status.
The Treasurer will report on the financial status of the organization quarterly, a copy of which shall be attached to the minutes.

Section 6.  Dues.

Dues, at an amount set from time to time by the Executive Board and approved by the Membership, will be due and payable by June 30 of each year.  Dues shall be payable for Membership, as defined in the Articles of Association, Article IV, Section 1. 

ARTICLE XI - GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1.  Waiver of Notice.

Whenever any notice is required to be given to any member or officer by the association or bylaws, a waiver hereof in writing signed by the person or persons entitled to such notice, whether before or after the time stated therein, shall be equivalent to the giving of such notice.

Section 2.  Fiscal Year.

The Executive Board shall fix the fiscal year of the club. (Currently June-May)

Section 3.  Amendments.

Except as otherwise provided herein, these bylaws may be amended or repealed and new bylaws may be adopted by the affirmative vote of a majority of the membership at a regular or special meeting of the general membership.

No bylaw adopted or amended by the members shall be amended or repealed by the officers of the Executive Board, except to the extent that such bylaws expressly authorizes it amendment or repeal by the officers of the Executive Board.

Section 4.  Archives.

Original Club documents and financial statements shall be stored in a safe, physically

located at 4904 Island Drive, Midland, Texas.
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
