Introducing “Leaders for Our Nation”
The above quote from MacArthur’s farewell address to the Corps of Cadets provided the inspiration for a new song, Leaders for Our Nation, that was introduced at the West Point Society of DC Founder’s Day Dinner in March of 2005 by a small group of former Cadet Glee Club and Chapel Choir singers who had been recruited in advance to sing the traditional Alma Mater.  The program also included The Corps and the The U.S. Air Force Song in honor of the recipient of the WPSDC’s Castle Award.
