Robert Thomas Drummond

1935-2000

Robert Thomas Drummond was born on 27 November 1935 of Charles Drummond and Mary Elizabeth McLaughlin in Fitchburg, MA. He was one of four children. He attended grammar school in Fitchburg and at Immaculate Conception in Lowell, MA, and then Keith Academy in Lowell from 1950-1954. He then entered Merrimack College. In 1953 he entered the military and worked his way up to second lieutenant. He graduated from the Massachusetts Military Academy in 1961. In that year he entered the Augustinian Order. On 8 September 1962 he was received into the novitiate and professed first vows an 10 September 1963, solemn profession followed three years later. After graduation from Villanova University in 1964 with a B.A. in philosophy, he pursued theological studies at Augustinian College, Washington, DC, where he was ordained a priest on 9 September 1967. 

Father Drummond's first assignment was to Saint Nicholas of Tolentine, Bronx, NY, in 1968, where he worked in the parish for one year and then 12 years in the high school. At the same time he continued his career in the military. In 1982 he was assigned as one of the assistants to the Catholic Chapel of West Point, NY, In 1995 Father retired as chaplain and was promoted to the rank of Brigadier General, In 1996 he was assigned to Our Lady of Good Counsel parish, Staten Island, NY. Because of ill health he was later transferred to Saint Thomas Monastery, Villanova University, PA. 

Father died a peaceful death on 2 September 2000 at Saint Thomas Monastery, Villanova University, Villanova, PA. 

Father lived his religious life and his priestly ministry to the fullest. At the same time he was able to serve his country in many ways, a passion he had since his days as a teenager. He was always accommodating to people in his ministry as a priest and in his role as a career military person. He would celebrate Masses in many different areas in one day to help out his fellow priests or the people. His many awards and decorations, too numerous to mention here, witness to his prestige in the military community and to his service to humanitarian needs. 

At his request Father is laid to rest in his full military uniform and will be buried in Bourne National Cemetery, Cape Cod, MA, section 28. 

His sister, Rosemary Drummond Du Beau of N. Billerica, MA, and Hugh F. Drummond of South Harwich, MA, survive him.
